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WEEKLY STATUS REPORT — NOVEMBER 6™ ELECTION

This is the first in a series of pre-election status reports to inform your Board and the public of our
preparation for the November 61" General Election. The information and data included connect to the
County’s goals of “Operational Effectiveness” and “Community Support and Responsiveness.”
Additionally, the reports support the Department’s ongoing commitment to fair, accessible and
transparent election services for the citizens of Los Angeles County.

The reports include updates on important activities related to administering the election and provides
statistics related to those activities. The reports focus on key areas of the election process: status of
Vote by Mail (VBM) Ballot mailing; Sample Ballot mailing; poll worker recruitment/training and polling
place recruitment; and voter registration and voter education/community outreach. In addition, the
following Highlights section references special projects or significant issues to call to your attention.

Highlights
Voter Alert — Misleading Robocall and Mailer

The Department issued a voter alert on October 11" to inform residents about a misleading robocall and
mailer that incorrectly claims there is an error in one of the ballot titles for the November 6™ General
Election. The call and mailer, sponsored by a campaign, imply the error was made by County Registrars
of Voters. An error was not made and, moreover, proposition ballot titles are prepared by the California
Attorney General with no alterations by local Registrars of Voters. The Department’s voter alert also
urges voters to be vigilant about election-related robocalls or materials and to direct any questions or
concerns to us at voterinfo@rrcc.lacounty.gov.

Sample Ballots/Online Voter Information Tool

Mailing of the Official Sample Ballot booklets began on September 26" and continues through October
16", Approximately 5.1 million sample ballot booklets have been issued to voters. Voters who have not
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yet received their Sample Ballot can utilize the Department’s “Find My Election Information” online tool
to access their Sample Ballot, find their assigned Polling Place, get directions to their assigned Polling
Place and obtain other helpful information. Here is the link to our website.

New Vote by Mail Ballot

The County’s new redesigned Vote by Mail (VBM) ballot is being issued to voters for the first time during
this election. Voters will receive new full-face ballot cards, a return envelope and secrecy sleeve that is
easier to read, fill out and understand. The ballot is available in 12 different languages, in addition to
English. Voters have several ways that they can return their Vote by Mail ballot. (1) Voters may return
the ballot via USPS. No postage is necessary for returning a VBM ballot for this election. (2) Voters may
drop-off their VBM ballot at any polling place on Election Day or any Weekend Early Voting location prior
to Election Day. (3) The Department has established 150 conveniently located ballot drop-off locations
across the County. For more information and locations for Vote by Mail Drop-Off and Weekend Early
Voting sites, please see our website.

The last day to request a VBM ballot is October 30". Information on the new VBM ballot and how to
apply to vote by mail is also available on our website.

Early Voting / Weekend Early Voting

Early voting began at our Norwalk headquarters on October 9™ and continues through Election Day.
Early voting provides a convenient option for voters to cast a ballot before Election Day. We are focused
on meeting the needs of voters who want to vote prior to Election Day.

In addition to Early Voting at our headquarters, the Department is once again offering Weekend Early
Voting at 9 additional locations throughout the County. These locations provide an option for any Los
Angeles County voter to cast his or her ballot in person during the two weekends prior to Election Day:
October 27t - 28" and November 3 - 4™ All locations will also serve as a Vote by Mail Drop-Off for
voters who already have their VBM ballot completed and ready for return. The addresses and hours of
operation are found on our website.

Conditional Voter Registration

Conditional Voter Registration (CVR) is available at our Headquarters in Norwalk and at Weekend Early
Voting locations in Los Angeles County for the November 6™ Election. Eligible Los Angeles County
residents who miss a voter registration deadline still have the option to participate. Under California
Election Law, Conditional Voter Registration (CVR) allows a prospective voter to conditionally register
and cast a provisional ballot. Conditional Voter Registration must be completed in person and is
not available at polling places on Election Day or online.

Vote by Mail Drop-Off

The Department has established a VBM Ballot Drop-Off program that provides convenient, accessible
and transparent options for voters to securely and easily return their VBM ballot before Election Day.
The VBM Drop-Off locations have been available since October 9" and will remain available through
November 6". There are 150 total sites located throughout the County where VBM voters can simply
drop-off their voted ballot. To ensure that the public is aware of the program, flyers have been distributed
at outreach events, provided to community partners and posted on our social media sites. We are also
working with our media partners and other stakeholders to communicate information about the program.

Poll Monitoring

The Department will conduct a Poll Monitor Orientation on October 27 to inform the public and partner
organizations, as well as City Clerks, on options for and best practices while observing activities at voting
locations. Poll monitors, sometimes referred to as observers, are people interested in Election Day
activities and may represent campaigns, political parties or advocacy organizations. The attendees will
be provided information on what constitutes electioneering, a summary of polling place operations and
the poll monitor hotline number to report polling place issues directly to our office. Observers may watch
the set-up and the closing of polling places. Poll monitors may not disrupt the election process or
interfere with a voter's right to cast a secret ballot.

Media

The Department has implemented a full-scale media campaign with various media partners throughout
LA County to promote the newly redesigned Vote by Mail ballot, key election deadlines for November
6" and other information. The campaign includes public service announcements on all major LA County
radio stations, bus ads, movie theater ads, multilingual ads and social media messaging. The
Department is also engaging local newspapers and radio stations to help promote the election and
disseminate valuable information to voters.
