The update includes 240 ballots processed since Election Night, consisting of Vote by Mail and 

provisional ballots. The total election results count is now 3,267, which is 10.90% of eligible Arcadia 

voters.

The following Tuesday, 

May 2nd the Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors is tentatively scheduled to declare the election 

results official.
