A total of 3,186,572 ballots were processed and counted, with 55.81% of eligible registered voters 

casting ballots.

Canvass, all Conditional Voter Registration ballots, Provisional ballots and Vote by Mail ballots received 

on Election Day are processed. Once the ballots are verified they will be counted.
