The Official Election Canvass period begins on Dec. 4 and ends on Dec. 6.
During the Official Canvass, all outstanding provisional and Vote by Mail ballots
will be verified and tallied. The RR/CC will also conduct a 1% Manual Audit.

On Dec. 13, the RR/CC is tentatively scheduled to certify the results to the
California Secretary of State. On Dec. 17, the Board of Supervisors is tentatively
scheduled to declare the election results official.
