The RR/CC will accept ballots that have been post marked on, or before, Election Day if received by 
Friday, March 1 (E+3).  

All ballots received by Friday will be processed during our Official Election Canvass. Once the ballots are 
verified the additional ballots will be added to the tally. Our first ballot counting update will be this 
Friday, March 1. 

The RR/CC is tentatively scheduled to certify the election results on March 8. The Los Angeles County 
Board of Supervisors is tentatively scheduled to declare the election officially concluded on March 12.
