Requesting a Vote by Mail ballot is easy and can be done online or by using the
back of the Official Sample Ballot. Registered voters can also apply in person at

L.A. County residents who applied for a Vote by Mail ballot can check the status
of their ballot online.

Vote by Mail ballots must be received by the L.A. County RR/CC in Norwalk by 8
p.m. on Election Day. Voters can drop off or mail their ballot to RR/CC
headquarters in Norwalk or drop their ballot off at any polling place in L.A. County
on Election Day between 7 a.m. and 8 p.m. Postmarked envelopes are not
accepted.
