deceased voters to all California counties for processing.

Description This Use Case is meant to show how authorized staff searches and processes a deceased voter 
record.   

Trigger Event  

Precondition  Staff has appropriate user access rights to the system. 
 Staff has logged into the system to process a deceased voter record. 

ExpectedResult The deceased voter’s record has been processed and the system has logged the transaction. 

DetailedProcessFlow 1. User selects option to search for a voter record (see Use Case UC-VR001 – Search for 
voter) 

2. System displays selected voter record. 
3. User opens voter record with pertinent administrative voter information.  At minimum 

these shall include:

4. The User selects option to reflect the voter is deceased by changing at minimum:  
4.1. Status 
4.2. Reason Code (Death) 



5. The User will also input Deceased information in the comments section. 
6. The system shall reflect the voter is deceased and remove it from the list of eligible 

voters. 
7. The system shall log changes & save transaction.
